St. Philip & St. Augustine Catholic Academy (SPSA) is the only Catholic
elementary and middle school serving Southeast Dallas. After 70 and 68
years of service by our predecessors: the St. Philip the Apostle and St. Augustine
Catholic School communities, SPSA was founded in 2015 and is the largest
feeder school to Cristo Rey Dallas. Our school provides robust financial aid
options to ensure a safe, rigorous, whole-child education with a family-centered
approach is accessible to families in Southeast Dallas.

Children are arriving at SPSA hungry. One in five children in the SPSA
community is food insecure. SPSA students qualify for the federally funded
free and reduced-rate breakfast and lunch programs, but our outdated kitchen
does not meet its program requirements. Our dining facility was originally
constructed to serve 150 students, and today it serves over 320.

Major capital projects funded through this initiative will both meet our current
needs and prepare the school for future growth. These projects will make it
possible for SPSA to provide free, nutritious breakfast and lunch to every
enrolled student, regardless of income status, setting each student up for their
best chance at a bright and healthy future. We will also relieve cost of living
anxieties for students’ families by feeding their children at no cost.
